FIXING REQUIREMENTS

PLASTER WALL FIXING CONCRETE OR MASONRY WALL FIXING
Where a timber stud cannot be located, a timber batten is used on Concrete or Masonry Wall structures require that all fixing points are
plaster walls to provide sufficient surface strength to support the securely anchored and can adequately support the weight of track and
weight of track and door without compromising the wall surface. door without compromising the wall surface.

A timber batten is also used to provide support that aligns with the wall
fixing points in the track (i.e. a plaster wall with timber frame not in
alignment with the track fixing positions).
